
Conjunctivitis Discharge Instructions

Conjunctivitis can affect children and adults. The most
common symptoms of conjunctivitis include a red eye and
discharge.

Eye discharge caused by bacteria appears more often after sleeping. (The exception would be if
there are 2 or more cases of conjunctivitis in the classroom.
